Our organisation has grown from a small family concern to 
become one of the largest facilitators of educational support in 
Zambia. We are committed to transparency and accountability and 
enable over 9,500 orphaned and vulnerable children to attend 
school each year.

·  Training 50 orphaned school-leavers per year to 
become peer health educators to teach their 
peers how to stay safe; 

·  Running workshops to raise AIDS awareness for

·  Supporting 38 young people through teacher 
training college;

UNAIDS 

·  £7 for a school uniform; 

·  £10 for a pair of school shoes; 

·  £25 to enable a child to attend primary school for a year; 

·  £50 to enable a child to attend secondary school for a 
year and to sit their exams; 

·  £350 pays for a school-leaver to attend teacher training 
college for a year; 

·  £450 trains a school-leaver as a peer health educator 
and supports him or her to run health and HIV 
awareness sessions in school for one year.
